Each participant is entitled to win one (1) prize per program only.

Each program is to contain a minimum of 5 sessions and a maximum

of 8 sessions.

6. Each session must have a minimum of 6 actions and a maximum of 8
actions.

7. Submissions will be judged on:
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a. Presentation of content (including language),

b. Coherency, cohesiveness, cogency of content,

c. Use and application of the Gnowbe tools, and

d. Completion rate. This is based on number of learners that
completed at least 80% of the submitted program.

. By submitting their programs, participants are granting PJEFC

permission to freely use and distribute their content and programs
(in whole or in part) for its Christian Education & Development,
discipleship, and church ministerial purposes.

. Deadline for program submission: 11:59pm, 31 July 2021. No

submissions will be accepted after this time.

10. Learners will have up to 11:59pm 10 August 2021 to complete (80%

and above) the programs. Additional program completions after this
time will not be counted.

11. Judges’ decision shall be final.

What to do:

1. Create a program using your Gnowbe account. This will appear in
your ‘Sandbox’.

2. When you are satisfied with your program and are ready to submit it,
email Pr Melissa Chan at melissa.chan@pjefc.org. Time stamp of the
email will be considered time of submission.

3. You will receive instructions via email on what to do to enable the
program for sharing.

4. Your program will be made available for sharing to your friends and
family for them to become learners in your program.

5. Invite your family and friends to use your program. They will need to
complete at least 80% of your program to help increase your
program’s completion rate.

6. Winners will be announced earliest on 15 August 2021 at PJEFC’s

Sunday service online.
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
